There was talk of getting support from other organizations.

Bill suggested that we might charge $5 next time to defray the cost. We generally agreed that for well-know speakers, it is a reasonable thing to do.
3. John Parsons informed us that there will be no Honey Horn exhibit this year. We will exhibit there again in 2018. The museum shifted the scheduled exhibits forward as a result of the long closure of CDM.
4. November meeting will be 11/28; it does not need to be shifted to an earlier date because Thanksgiving is early this year.
